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WELCOME, DR. BREUDER 
 
Dr. Robert Breuder joined the college on Jan. 5, 
2009 as COD’s 5th president. Given COD’s reputation 
as a leader in international education, we asked Dr. 
Breuder about his views on international education. 
He responded, “I am a strong advocate for 
international education, however it is defined. We live 
in an interdependent world. If we don't understand 
and appreciate other cultures, we limit ourselves in 
terms of personal development and professional 
growth. We must open the world to our students and 
show them the human dimensions of other cultures.” 
  
Dr. Breuder explained that his involvement in 
international education goes back to 1975 as one of 
the earliest founders and supporters of international 
education in the country. Dr. Breuder, working 
alongside Max King, who was then Chairman of the 
Board at Brevard College, helped establish CCID  
(College Consortium for International Development), 
which launched community colleges as key players in 
international education initiatives. As a principle 
architect of CCID, Breuder took bold steps in 
supporting international student travel, faculty and 
staff development, curriculum consultation, and group 
study abroad. Early countries of involvement included 
China, Taiwan, Surinam, Konstanz (Germany), and 
several Caribbean nations. 
 
Welcome, Dr. Breuder. We look forward to your 
support of international education at COD and its 
leadership role not only in Illinois but in the nation.

A SUMMER’S TALE 
 
By Chikako D. Kumamoto (English) 

 
Anyone who reads, acts, sees, and even teaches William 
Shakespeare’s plays might wonder what it would be like to 
travel back in time to his bustling London, watch his plays 
LIVE, and become a part of his spirited audience. I did not 
wonder; I did it. This is my summer’s tale of 2008. 
 
Under the auspices of the National Endowment for the 
Humanities (NEH) Scholarship, I spent the month of July 
at the American Shakespeare Center in Staunton, Virginia. 
I was one of the participating scholars of the NEH Summer 
Shakespeare Institute at the Center’s Blackfriars’ 
Playhouse.  This Playhouse is a re-creation of the first 
indoor theatre where, in addition to the Globe, 
Shakespeare wrote and worked with his colleagues from 
1608 until his retirement in 1613. This 300-seat playhouse 
is open year-round producing Shakespeare’s plays under 
the Elizabethan and Jacobean staging practices - -  on a 
simple stage, without elaborate sets, actors doubling 
several roles, musical interludes between acts, and with 
the audience sharing the same light as the actors and 
sometimes becoming willing participants of the play. 
 
Our daily schedule was packed with activities to enrich our 
scholarly and performance-based learning about 
Shakespeare’s Blackfriars’ Playhouse: The Study, the 
Stage and the Classroom. The Playhouse stage area was 
our classroom and we studied the English Renaissance 
stage, properties, costume, rehearsal techniques, textual 
studies, text compositors, printing business, and learned 
about the highly competitive theatre business of his time. 
The lectures were led by eight renowned Shakespeareans 
noted for early-modern theatrical and textual scholarships.  
 
We also visited the Folger Shakespeare Library in D. C., 
as well as the Alderman Library of the University of 
Virginia, in order to inspect and research Shakespeare’s 
Folios and collections of rare play texts of his fellow 
playwrights. Presenting research papers in the Institute’s 
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“mini-symposium” of future research work was one of our 
final large events.  I presented ‘Enter Giovanni Above’: 
The Upper Stage in English Renaissance Theatres. 
 
Another culminating activity was acting in our own 
production of Antony and Cleopatra. We were divided into 
several acting companies of Shakespeare’s time: Queen 
Elizabeth’s Men (Admiral’s Men, Chamberlain’s Men, 

Pembroke ’ s  Men , 
Strange’s Men) and 
King James’s Men 
(Beeston’s Boys, Lady 
Elizabeth’s Men, Queen 
Anne’s Men, and 
Worcester’s Men). I was 
one of the Admiral’s 
Men, whose repertory 
included Christopher 
Marlowe’s Dr. Faustus, 
Tamburlaine and The 
Jew of Malta.   
 

We then learned how Shakespeare’s actors memorized 
their lines - - by what is called “cue scripts.” This meant 
that his actors started saying their own lines by listening 
for other actors’ “cue” lines (even though they often did not 
know a play’s plot at first).  We made our own “cue scripts” 
and a prompt copy by cutting the lines of Antony and 
Cleopatra by 20% of its Folio text so as to be able to 
perform it within the prescribed “two-hours’ traffic of our 
stage” as the Chorus informs us in Romeo and Juliet. Our 
learning also included lessons by visiting and resident 
experts of voice and dialect, sword fights, dance 
choreography, costuming, and casting. 

 
Our performance of the play, 
aided by resident Equity actors 
and theatre interns, was 
received to the enthusiastic 
accolades of our public 
audiences.  According to con-
temporary practice, I doubled 
the roles of Demitrius, Antony’s 
disapproving friend, and Alexas, 
Cleopatra’s prissy advisor (all 
typecasting, of course). 
 
 
S t u d y i n g  p r o f e s s i o n a l 

performances of Shakespeare’s plays from different 
seating of the Playhouse was an added pleasure in the 
evenings. We watched The Twelfth Night, Measure for 
Measure, and King Lear by resident actors, as well as their 
table work with the director in preparation for Richard II for 
the fall season. Attending the dress rehearsals of Hamlet 
and Rosencrantz and Guildenstern are Dead by the 
Blackfriars’ traveling troupe gave us memorable insights 

into the process of putting plays on the road. A young 
students’ summer camp gave enthusiastic performances 
of Pericles, The Taming of the Shrew, Henry V, and The 
Tempest.  We could attend all of them for free! 
 
Staunton is a small but lovely and quiet historic town 
nestled in the heart of the Shenandoah Valley. Mary 
Baldwin College, which was the host college for the 
scholars, is uniquely different from COD.  There are 
almost no summer programs, and when classes are in 
session, students must climb up and down the hills on foot 
since the campus is built on rolling lands. 
 
For five weeks, I followed the footprints of Shakespeare’s 
theatre life in situ at Staunton, standing in for the 17th 
century London. Mine was indeed the summer of content 
made glorious by Shakespeare’s ever gentle pen.
