WHAT IS AN INTERNET-DELIVERED COURSE?

Internet-based courses use the standard printed text and
study guides coupled with the supplemental course materials
and assignments available online when you communicate via
e-mail and receive support from a College of DuPage faculty
member.

The courses are designed so that you receive and then send
your completed assignments electronically, all done over the
Internet.

ONLINE DEGREE AUDITS
Students may perform online audits for degrees and certifi-
cates through COD’s home page at www.cod.edu.
Click on “records.”
Then, click on “run your degree audit online.”
Students must use their student ID and personal identifica-
tion number (PIN).
The audit is unofficial and based on the 2007-2009 Catalog.

Library key to student success

The Library, in SRC 2600,
offers its collections and serv-
ices to the community. Its
Web site, www.cod.edu/li-
brary, provides access to its
catalog and information about
services and research links.
Besides books and videos,
other media and audiovisual
equipment can also be
checked out.

The 138,000-square-foot li-
brary houses over 100 public
computers, six classrooms,
two group viewing rooms,
500 study carrels and 12
group study rooms, one of
which has computer access
for special needs students to
work with tutors.

The College and Career In-
formation Center (CCIC) has
materials on colleges, careers
and standardized test study-
guides. There are catalogs
from over 600 schools, with

Free parking in 7,217 regu-
lar parking spaces is avail-
able to faculty, staff, students
and visitors. Numbers may
fluctuate with construction.

COD will gain nearly
1,000 regular spaces when
the facilities master plan is
completed.

There will be 139 handi-
capped parking spaces at the
Glen Ellyn campus when
classes resume in the fall.

The college tows illegally
parked vehicles at the
owner’s expense. Some areas
allow only permit parking.

Speed is limited on all en-
trance roads and in the park-
ing lots. Penalties for
violations range from $15 to
$100.

Parking and other fines to-
taled over $41,520 last year.
