
STUDY SKILLS SEMINAR
If you are considering continuing your education or if you
are currently enrolled, you need efficient study skills. Study
Skills Seminars are offered throughout the year for students.

WHAT IS A PHONE OR WEB SITE COURSE?
Internet-based courses use standard printed textbooks and
study guides coupled with supplemental course materials and
assignments available online. All communication from the
instructor and the students occurs on the Internet via Black-
board. Blackboard is a program that allows teachers to setup
real-time discussion boards, post grades and post tests and
study guides. Faculty also can post links to supplemental ma-
terials relevant to what’s being taught.

ONLINE DEGREE AUDITS
Students may perform online audits for degrees and certifi-
cates through COD’s home page at www.cod.edu. Click on
the drop down menu on the top right of the page, click on
“records.” From this page click on the link on the left side of
the page called “Run Your Degree Audit Online.” From here
fill in your social security and pin number and click submit.
Once submitted click the “Refresh List” link until “Details”
appears in the lower left hand corner. Click on “Details”, and
then click on “Expand All.” The audit provided is unofficial.

ADMISSIONS
Future students should go to the Admissions Office and pick-
up an application. It costs $10 to apply. The Admissions Of-
fice is located at SRC 2046. For more information, call 630-

CASHIER’S OFFICE
The Cashier’s Office is where students can pay for their
classes if they don’t wish to do it over the Internet. It’s lo-
cated at SRC 2049A. Payments must be made within 7 days
of registering for classes unless it’s within two weeks of class
beginning when payment must be made on the day of regis-
tration. Cash, checks money orders and credit cards are all
acceptable forms
of payment.

General advising
is open for stu-
dents on a walk-
in basis in SRC
2044 to meet
with a general ad-
viser. Students
are seen on a
first-come first-
serve basis. Ad-

• Explanation of degrees and degree requirements
• “Credit Hour Overload Permits: for students with an estab-
lished COD GPA above 2.0 requesting to register for 20-24
credit hours
• Referral to faculty advisers and other COD services
• Orientation to the college
• Unofficial progress check towards graduation

Help
Health Services meets physical needs

The Health Center is in the
H-building on the west side of
campus.

Crutches, canes and wheel-
chairs are available for short
loans. The staff is able to
make referrals to better-
equipped facilities for major
health concerns.

Registered nurses are
available days and evenings in
the Health center with a
physician on duty once a
week. Monday through Friday
they are open from 7:30 a.m.
to 6 p.m. and on Friday they
are open from 7:30 a.m. to 4
p.m. On Saturdays at the be-
ginning of each term the cen-
ter also will be open.

Physicals, blood tests and
immunizations are available
for a fee to athletes and health

science students. Enrollment
and claim forms for accident
and health insurance are pro-
vided.

Blood drives, health aware-
ness symposiums and health
screenings are held each year.
This year, the LifeSource
blood drives received record
donations topping out at 110
units in November 2008.

Students should report to
Health Services if diagnosed
with a communicable disease
or when they’ve missed more
than three days of class for
medical reasons. Students can
attend class if there’s not a
high risk of transmitting the
disease to other students.

Stop by the Health Center
for first aid, health education
and counseling and treatment
of minor illness. If you are in-
volved in minor accidents and
health problems, stop by to
get help.

Library key to student success
The Library in SRC 2600

offers its collections and serv-
ices to the community. Its
website, www.cod.edu/li-
brary, provides access to its
catalog and information about
services and research links.
Books, videos and other
media and audiovisual equip-
ment can also be checked out
from the library.

The 138,000-square-foot,
two-level library has over 100
student accessible computers,
three classrooms; two group-
viewing rooms, approxi-
mately 200 study carrels
(private study tables) and 20
group study rooms. One of
the group study rooms has
computer access for special
needs students to work with
tutors. The Library has from-
between 2,500 and 3,000 pa-
trons daily.

The College and Career In-
formation Center (CCIC)

have materials on colleges,
careers and standardized test
study guides. There are cata-
logs from over 600 schools,
with about 2,000 catalogs
available electronically.
Reference staff is available
for research and electronic
sources, and give tours, teach
classes and make Interlibrary
loan requests. For more infor-

The Speech Assistance

WHATʼS TO EAT?

Free parking for faculty,
staff, students and visitors has
increased by nearly 100
spaces since last year. There
are 7,344 available spots with
more on the way.

There are 139 handicapped
parking spots available at
Glen Ellyn campus. The col-
lege will tow vehicles at the
owners expense if drivers
have parked illegally. There
are regular checks of the 30-
minute and permit parking
sections where cars that don’t
belong will be removed. Vehi-
cles will also be towed if left
in lots overnight.

The speed limits on the
streets around campus and in
the parking lots will be
strictly enforced. Penalties for
these violations range from
$10 to $25 and $150 for vio-
lating handicapped parking.

Find the My Cruis-
erAlert link at the top left of
the page. Click to input your
contact phone numbers and e-
mail addresses.
