Technical theatre applicants should
also file a complete application, and will then interview with theatre faculty at the college. All applicants must
include two recommendations from an educator and/or employer, to be included with the application.

Candidates must have sufficient experience and background in the performing arts or technical theatre by which
talent or potential talent can be determined, and

- be a high school graduate
- reside in District 502
- show financial need.

The materials must be postmarked or received in the Student Financial Aid Office no later than May 1, 2009 in
order to receive consideration by the selection committee of the John Belushi/Second City Scholarship Fund. If
an audition or personal interview is desired by the selection committee, you will be notified within two weeks of
the deadline date.
