	Review rubrics
	How do we develop a rubric for our own in-house assessment? We need to be able to assess the reflective essay in the pilot. Jim mentioned that QUIP6B would be using the English rubric to assess essays from Learning Communities students. Jim has found it difficult to give As in using the rubric. We don’t necessarily have to have all grade levels in our rubric—could be satisfactory, strong, weak. Rubric should reflect our practices, also get us to notice things we might not otherwise notice. Rubric should be tied to the particular assignment/task, otherwise too difficult to apply. Tie rubric to our outcomes—which are the objectives on our ACF. Create rubric to measure whether students have achieved the outcomes. 
Has the student met the outcome, exceeded the outcome, or not met the outcome. We would need descriptors for each of the outcomes. The rubric should be one page so that a reader can move through it quickly.
