DRAFT LANGUAGE FOR 1101 PILOT RUBRIC

1. Writing as a process: Demonstrate an approach writing as a recursive, active process involving the generation and refinement of ideas through multiple drafts that are revised and polished based on self-assessment and/or reader feedback.

2. Develop and support a thesis 

Include an identifiable section/explanation of the writer’s viewpoint about a defined topic, which seeks to produce a persuasive, exploratory, or expository effect. Support for the viewpoint is logical, includes reasonable analysis, and is addressed toward an appropriate audience. 

3. Apply strategies for organizing text
Arrange content that responds to the expectations of the audience, the rhetorical aim, the genre, and/or the writer's thesis.  Further, the writer demonstrates a command of both paragraph unity and textual coherence.

4. Analyze and respond critically and creatively to the ideas and strategies in the writing of others through reading a variety of texts including academic discourse.

Demonstrate an understanding of the rhetorical context, purpose and positions of (an)other author(s) and respond in multiple, nuanced ways that go beyond mere summary or agreement/refutation.
