Course Load of C.0.D. Students: There
are 10,591 (39%) full-time students (12+
credit hours) and 16,492 (61%) part-time
students. Full-time enrollment has
increased by 7.2 percent over last fall's
full -time enroll ment. Of the part-time
students, 8,320 (31%) were enrolled in
fewer than 6 credit hours; 8,172 (30%)
were enrolled in more the six credit
hours, but fewer than 12 credit hours.
