EXECUTIVE COUNCIL MEETING
EASTERN ILLINOIS UNIVERSITY

APRIL 12, 2007

Call to Order: Steve Miller called the meeting to order at 7:50 p.m.

President Miller welcomed everyone to the meeting. Introduction of those present:
Michael Cornebise, Ani Smith, Mike Sublett, Terry Harshbarger, Darrell Kruger, Keith
Yearman, Norm Moline, Chris Sutton, Myras Osman, Emily Good. Raymond Greene
arrived soon after introductions.

Approval of minutes from April 27, 2006, meeting in Glen Ellyn, College of DuPage.

Motion to approve the minutes of April 27, 2006, meeting in Glen Ellyn (Yearman,
Cornebise) unanimously passed.

Annual Meetings

2006 Annual Meeting Final Report. Keith Yearman recapped last year’s meeting held
at the College of DuPage in Glen Ellyn. There were 33 full attendees, 21 students, and 8
retirees. A total of 38 people attended the field trip, 35 were at the banquet, and 29 at the
Saturday lunch. Caterpillar gave $600. Minus expenses, the meeting made a profit of
$1,285.64. These statistics have yet to be reconciled with Treasurer Len Ealey. Overall,
the 2006 conference went better than expected, given some issues with lunch on Friday.
The fact that the immigration march was occurring at the time added to the experience.
Motion to approve the 2006 Annual Meeting Final Report unanimously passed.

2007 Annual Meeting Status Report. Michael Cornebise updated Council on attendees.
There were 29 regular registrants, 22 students, and 19 retirees. Michael reported 43
people signed up for field trip, 55 for banquet (and there will be some additional family
members), and 35 for lunch on Saturday. Caterpillar says they will be sending $600. For
first time there will be a poster session (10 coming in), and there are 16 papers being
presented. There are lots of students on the program this year. CPDUs are being handled
by Myras Osman who has offered to handle this in future as well. Darrell Kruger noted
that IGA will hold spring steering meeting after Saturday lunch. This is the third time
doing this spring steering meeting in conjunction with IGS annual meeting. Planning for
the summer workshop (July 8-13, Springfield) will be key discussion item. It is expected
that activities created during this institute will be used for next year’s IGS meeting in
Springfield. Motion to approve the 2007 Annual Meeting Status Report unanimously
passed. ,

2008 Annual Meeting Propesal. Darrell Kruger, Len Ealey, Adriane Powell-Oakley,
and Tracy Sherman are proposing an April 24-26 meeting with the theme Springfield:
Lincoln’s Land. Route 66 Hotel is to be meeting place, providing all accommodations,
banquet, and meeting rooms for Saturday paper sessions. Banquet costs are low but



registrants will need to pay for breakfast. Bus costs are not yet calculated but expected to
be comparable to previous meetings. Need minimum block of 25 rooms (to satisfy hotel
requirements for a conference) but will block 45-50. 1llinois State’s College of Education
in conjunction with the Department of Curriculum and Instruction will provide logistical
support, along with Springfield Convention and Visitor Bureau and ISU Conference
Services. Field trip to include visit to Lincoln Museum and New Salem. Moline
suggested that the bus ride be used as a time to discuss geographical elements of the
region since sites are more historical in nature. Darrell will also check to see if General
Assembly is in session if we visit state capitol. Sutton suggested incorporating the story
of Route 66 into the trip. In terms of speakers, Kruger suggested Robert Mazrim, author
of Sangamon Frontier, History and Archaeology in the Shadow of Lincoln. Lunch
speaker possibility is Professor Schweighauser from University of Illinois-Springfield.
Call for posters will be done again. Motion to approve 2008 Annual Meeting Proposal
(Sutton, Yearman) unanimously passed.

2009 Annual Meeting Propesal. Emily Good proposed a meeting in Chicago, hosted by
Northeastern Illinois University. Theme: Chicago: A River Runs Through It. Faculty
member David Jones will lead field trip to sites along river not often visited but of
historical and geographical importance. Lunch at Chinatown, where local park is right on
the river. We will get someone to give a short guide of the ethnic neighborhood. Hotel
accommodations can be expected to be much higher than usual, due to location, Emily
will check out Best Western in Evanston and Holiday Inn in Skokie and try to get
reasonable (for Chicago) rates. Motion to approve 2009 Annual Meeting Proposal
(Sublett, Sutton) unanimously passed.

2010 Annual Meeting. Discussion revolved around either a southern or western Hlinois
location for 2010. Chris Sutton said that Western Illinois University might be interested
in hosting the meeting, in Macomb.

Bulletin Report

Raymond Greene reported that the number of submissions has been limited and of
varying quality, based on reviewers’ comments. It has also been difficult to find
appropriate reviewers to address specific papers as well as to get reviews and revisions by
authors returned to him in a timely fashion. These issues have caused the delay of
publication. Nevertheless, the fall 2005 issue, edited by Raymond, should be out by June
2007. Next (and very soon afterward) would come the first of two special issues on
Chicago, both edited by Michael Cornebise, and covering spring and fall of 2006.
Raymond is planning to come back with regular issues to cover 2007, and he has one
long manuscript dealing with the Driftless Area that he is considering.

Greene has arranged for students at Western Illinois University to go on the Web in order
to get names, addresses, and phone numbers of faculty at all universities and community
colleges to use potentially as manuscript reviewers. He is instituting a new policy that
once an article is approved by reviewers the next step in the process is to get cartographic
approval and then printed. Greene continues building the editorial board, which includes



a professor from Eastern Carolina University, a GIS professor at WIU, and some at SIU
for economic geography

Discussion ensued on what the mission of the Bulletin should be in the future. Should it
be retained as a rigorous academic publication or expand its mission to include
submissions from undergraduates, high school teachers, etc., that are not necessarily
- original research? Greene responded by saying that it may be difficult to find reviewers
willing to devote time for a response to anything less than first-rate research. Moline
expressed concern about putting in articles that reviewers do not approve of, which can
result in loss of credibility. Greene says, if Bulletin becomes known as an easy quick
publication, it will not attract quality. Suggestions were made on how to reach out to get
more submissions including talking to presenters at this meeting. Other ideas included
having a dedicated undergraduate issue, perhaps on a particular theme, alternating with
regular Bulletin, and providing a teacher forum.

Sublett said Bulletin has had many different uses, and has not been just a research outlet.
Under the constitution, the Council must determine content and number of issues per
year. IGS members should be asked for feedback on what they want to see, or a survey
could be sent out to rank interest in Bulletin and then address this at fall work session or
via email among Council members. In the meantime, it is imperative to publish Fall 2005
and what is already in the works for 2006.

Motion that Bulletin Editor provide tri-annual reports on progress of Bulletin fo all
Council members (Sublett, amended Smith, seconded Yearman) passed 7 to 3. The first
progress report is expected by September 1%, then by January 1%, and then at annual IGS
meeting. Moline will send along information on how an undergraduate publication can be
accomplished.

Central Office Report

Mike Sublett summarized the last 22 years under his leadership since the opening of the
office in May 1985. Among the accomplishments were creating a web site and listserve,
establishing nonprofit status, introducing fall work sessions and summer field days, and a
resurgence in professional papers at the annual meeting. This past year membership
renewals were sent out with an option to renew for two years (2006 and 2007) at a
reduced rate. The transition of the Central Office to the College of DuPage is beginning.
Membership statistics show some decline over the years, and this needs to be addressed
by the council. Motion to thank those on the Council whose terms are ending: Steven
Miller, Chris Sutton, Len Ealey, Michael Cornebise, Keith Yearman, Ed Miller, and
Norm Moline (for past president’s role) (Sublett, Harshbarger) passed unanimously.
Motion to recognize officially the 22-years of excellent service and sage advice by Mike
Sublett (Miller, Sutton) passed unanimously with a round of applause.



New Central Office Report

Keith Yearman is working on improving outreach with the Chicago Public Schools and
surrounding districts as well as faculty and students of UNAM in Mexico. Also he would
like to work with other members of the Executive Council to seek out more donations
and scholarships beyond that given by Caterpillar. The office transfer should be taking
place in late May. Yearman is also working on a handbook for annual meeting organizers
to make their job easier. Yearman got a poor response from community colleges faculty.
This needs to be addressed. Motion to offer a $20 for two-year introductory membership
to teachers in K-12 districts (Yearman, Sublett) unanimously passed.

Geography Bee

Ani Smith suggested we follow the Geographical Society of Chicago lead and, at the
Geography Bees, promote IGS to the 600 participants. This IGS initiative might include
giving IGS mugs to all new members who sign up at the Bee. We could also prepare a
PowerPoint similar to that of the Illinois Geographic Alliance. Motion to prepare a
separate handout for the Bee and set up a table manned by someone from the Council
in order to extend membership (Moline, Sutton) passed unanimously.

Summer Field Day 2007

Last year the summer field day in and near Havana went well. Sutton is looking for a
volunteer to organize for the summer of 2007. Moline suggested something related to
U.S. Route 6. He will talk to Curt Roseman about leading the excursion. Date to be either
July 21 or 28, or August 4%,

Nominating Committee Report

Terry Harshbarger thanked Ani Smith and Don Tolen for their help in nominating
process for 2007-2008. The committee suggests Chris Sutton as President, Jill Freund
Thomas as Vice-President, and Len Ealey to continue as treasurer. Motion to approve
report and pass on to membership (Moline, Yearman) unanimously passed. Miller
thanked Harshbarger and Smith for working on this committee.

Motion for Michael Cornebise to serve another term as NCGE Representative
(Harshbarger, Sutton) unanimously passed.

Presidential Appointments

Ty Liles (College of Lake County) will be the 2-year College Member and Ed Miller will
continue as Applied Geographer, both for three-year terms.



Audit Report

Mike Sublett presented the Audit Report for Larry Resutko. Motion to accept the report
(Yearman, Miller) unanimously passed.

Treasury Report

Mike Sublett, filling in for Len Ealey, reported that revenue exceeds expenses. The
savings account is going up steadily. One major cost saving is switching to digital format
for the Bulletin publication. The checking account currently stands at $1743.78, and the
savings account is at $32,380.25. Motion to accept report (Sutton, Cornebise)
unanimously passed.

Illinois Geographic Alliance Report

Darrell Kruger reports that the financials are in good shape with endowments close to
$1.9 million dollars, with $90,000 a year to support programs, mainly pre- and in-service
workshops and Chicago Lecture Series for K-12. Also IGA is partnering with National
Geographic Society with the Bee (Ani Smith has just completed five years as coordinator
for the Illinois Bee). This year’s theme for Geography Action Week is Asia. Two
teachers will go to Washington, DC, in June to train and promote “My Wonderful World”
campaign. NGS, along with state alliances, is spearheading the TGIF bill (Teaching
- Geography is Fundamental act), introduced into last Congress, which could provide $15
million per year for the next five years to earmark for professional development of
teachers.

NCGE Matters

Michael Cornebise reports that IGS was well represented at Lake Tahoe meeting of the
National Council. This year NCGE will be held in Oklahoma City, Oct 18-21. Motion to
continue the NCGE/IGS breakfast (Miller, Yearman) unanimously passed.

Student Awards

Keith Yearman only got one response from community college teachers this year. Moline
said there are 11 senior college awards after a response from 13 schools. Six awardees
will be present at the banquet.

Motion that Keith Yearman be the third person on the 2-year committee along with the
Vice-President and 2-year college representative (Moline, Comebise) unanimously
passed.

Motion that Secretary (if from 4 year college), Central Office Director and Norm
Moline will review senior awards (Moline, Cornebise) unanimously passed.



Motion to fund 2008 awards: 350 for all regular, plus extra $50 if awardee comes to
meeting, along with free registration and banquet. Womack remains at $250 (Sutton,
Moline) unanimously passed.

Old Business

Motion to authorize an increase to $400 for Ani Smith to use for Bee expenses (Sublett,
Sutton) unanimously passed. Council officially thanked Ani for her tremendous work on
the Bee.

Secretary of IGS to send a fall letter out to all Geography chairs of four-year institutions,
encouraging participation and announcing upcoming meeting and awards. Moline will
provide list of latest chairs. Continue to provide a free membership for the first year to all
new faculty members. : ‘

New Business

Miller suggested we need to have both email and phone numbers of all members to
facilitate communication about annual meetings and other matters. He asked all IGS
members to collect emails from their department’s faculty.

Report from Departmg Central Office Director

Mike Sublett reviewed state of IGS after 22 years of service. Achlevements include validating our
nonprofit status, setting up and maintaining the website, establishing and maintaining the list serve,
mailing Bulletin, and taking care of other daily duties. Once Bulletin for Fall 2005 is published, a
second billing and then a purge of membership will be done for 2006. Motion to thank Michael
Sublett for 22 years of outstanding service (Moline, Sutton) unanimously passed.

Report from New Central Office Director
Keith Yearman’s first priority plan is to target K-12 school districts in Chicago and around the state
seeking teachers as new members. Second priority is to network with corporations and consulates.

Treasury Report

Mike Sublett, in lieu of Len Ealey, reports that revenue has exceeded expenses in each of the past
three years. One major cost savings for IGS is the conversion made in switching to digital
production of the Bulletin. Savings account balance as of latest calculation is $32,380.25; checking
account balance stands at $1743.78. )
Report on Bulletin

Raymond Greene expects to have two issues out by first of June: a-regular issue and a special
Chicago issue. The second Chicago issue should be forthcoming in three months thereafter as the
Fall 2006 issue. He requests everyone’s help in getting articles and book reviews submitted. Among
his editorial plans is starting an Illinois maps section to discuss cartography of state. Sublett
suggests that if anyone saw a poster or presentation today that could be viable as an article, he or
she should encourage that person to submit it to the Bulletin.

Report from Alliance Coordinator

Darrell Kruger reports on IGA activities: 1) Appreciates support, both resource and financial from
IGS for the Geography Bee, especially for increasing annual financial support to $400. 2) Alliances
are getting involved to promote the “Teaching Geography is Fundamental” Act, which is currently
being addressed in Congress to get funds for professional development. We might be able to host
summer workshops more frequently if funding were available.

Call to Order. Terry Harshbarger called the meeting to order at 8:03.

President Harshbarger welcomed everyone to the meeting and expressed
appreciation to Keith Yearman for his hard work organizing this year’s annual
meeting.

Introductions of those present: Raymond Greene, Michael Cornebise, Edward
Miller, Steven Miller, Chris Sutton, Terry Harshbarger, Mike Sublett, Len Ealy,
Norm Moline, Darrell Kruger, Betty Crawford

Approval of minutes from 21 April 2005 meeting in Rock Island.

Motion to approve the minutes of 21 April, 2006 meeting in Rock Island
(Sublett, S. Miller) as amended unanimously passed.

Annual Meetings

2005 Annual Meeting Final Report. Norm Moline recapped last year’s meeting
held at Augustana College in Rock Island. There were 56 full registrations, 28
students, 10 retirees. 60 persons attended the field trip, 67 attended the banquet and
52 were at the lunch. The Society again received a gift in the amount of $500 from
Caterpillar. Minus expenses, the conference netted $1889.88 to the Society. Motion
to approve the 2005 Annual Meeting Final Report (Ealy, Yearman) unanimously
passed. Keith Yearman commended Norm for a job well done. Betty Crawford
thanked Norm for his choice of hotel and extended the same comment to Keith
Yearman for this year’s conference.

2006 Annual Meeting Status Repeort. Keith Yearman updated the Council of the
latest numbers for the 2006 meeting. There are 32 regular, 19 student, and 8 retiree
registrations. 38 have signed up for the field trip with more expected. 38 have signed

- up for the banquet. The contact to Caterpillar went out late and Keith asked for $600.
Keith expressed some disappointment with the numbers, but the event is nice. There
are 27 paper presentations scheduled. Mike Sublett thanked Keith for all the work
he’s done so far and will be doing in the next few days. Motion to approve the 2006
Annual Meeting Status Report (Sublett, Moline) unanimously passed. Further items:
Betty Crawford is in charge of CPDUs. There will be a meeting after the field trip
will be in the lobby of the hotel and a room reserved at the College for Saturday.
Darrell Kruger updated the Council on the IGA Steering Committee Meeting He
thanked Keith Yearman for arranging space Saturday. Darrell announced that there




will be a summer workshop/institute to develop materials that will feed into the
spring IGS meeting. Also, National Geographic is embarking on a new public policy
campaign (My Wonderful World), kicking off May 2. Mike Sublett sent out a
message about this to the GIMBY listserve. Members are encouraged to contact local
media to do PSAs to generate interest in geography.

2007 Annual Meeting Update. Michael Comebise updated the Committee on the
upcoming meeting. The meeting is scheduled for April 12-14 to avoid conflict with
AAG, Easter, and the end of EIU’s spring semester. The Council discussed having a
joint meeting with the Embarras River Management Association (ERMA) — we
potentially can have presentations from ERMA members as well as a poster session.
Feedback about having a joint meeting was positive. Michael felt this might be a
good way to attract members and that they might help provide financial support. Mike
Sublett suggested with checking with East Lakes/West Lakes of AAG to see how
they deal with joint meetings. Ed Miller suggested creating slots for each organization
for paper presentations. Terry Harshbarger suggested having integrated sessions. John
Jenkle will be the keynote speaker. Michael indicated that Vince Gutowski is willing
to lead an Embarras River component to the field trip. Norm Moline wanted to make
sure there’s a good spatial component to the field trip. Motion to approve 2007
Annual Meeting Update (Sublett, Yearman) unanimously passed.

2008 Annual Meeting. Darrell Kruger announced that planning is underway for
the 2008 meeting to be held in Springfield. The IGA will hold a summer workshop
program in summer of 2007 and the workshop theme will be Springfield so as to tie
into the 2008 meeting. The workshop will develop materials that can be used for
fieldtrips during the 2008 meeting. There were suggestions for the meeting’s theme,
including “Springfield, Lincoln’s Land” (focusing less on history, more on
geographical analysis). Len Ealy is looking at hotels and mentioned the Route 66
motel. Terry Harshbarger suggested including the Lincoln Library and the Capitol as
part of the events. Mike Sublett noted that the last meeting in Springfield was in
1986. Norm Moline suggested asking Doug McManus, who did a fascinating
examination of perception of the prairie to be a part of the meeting. AAG is April 15-
19, so meeting will likely be April 24-26. Motion to approve 2008 Annual Meeting
Report (Cornebise, Crawford) unanimously passed.

2009 Annual Meeting Discussion. Mike Sublett noted that to date, the Society
has no proposals for the 2009 meeting. The Council discussed the possibility of
several locations, including St. Louis metro area, southern Illinois, Rockford, Galena,
and Northeastern Illinois (maybe having NEIU host).

Central Office Report

Mike Sublett summarize the previous year for the Council. ISU has served 21
years as central office. There has been a change in administrative assistant in the
department as Deb Lescher takes over for Karen Dunton. Chris Wissmiller still doing
the web page. The Fall 2004 and Spring 2005 Bulletins have been mailed and the IGS




brochure is being revised (there is a website version of the brochure). Mike recently
contacted 4-year institutions to get names of new faculty (13). He sent letters to each
& invited them to join. Last year, we made 10 CDs of our slide set, 5 of which have
sold. Mike reported that membership is down, continuing the trend of the last few
years. 2006 memberships: complementary, 7 (down from 17 in 2005); institutional,
20 (down from 26); life, 51 (up one); regular, 141 (down from 157). Overall there are
219 members, down from 250 last year and 265 in 2004 and 304 in 2003. Mike noted
that we had hoped to encourage membership through our mug program (sponsored a
member, get a mug). Many new members were sponsored, but few of those have
renewed. Keith Yearman suggested doing programs that extend IGS’s presence in
Chicago and also explore avenues to make the organization relevant to minorities.
Len Ealy suggested creation of a subcommittee that has as its mission to promote IGS
and create an action plan. Ed Miller felt that a work session devoted to employment
opportunities, networking, etc. in ways that promote the relevance of IGS to
prospective members. Darrell Kruger suggested making sure we look at multiple
audiences for membership. Norm Moline suggested doing one-day field trips
throughout the state and working with organizations like Sierra Club or Outdoor
INllinois. Darrell suggested contacting other geographical societies to get a sense of
how they are grappling with membership issues (or if they are). There was no Fall
work session in 2005. Keith suggested that at future meetings, we could receive the
reports ahead of time and do work via email. Motion to thank those on the council
whose terms are ending (Betty Crawford, elementary member; Chris Sutton,
Secretary; Steve Miller, Vice President; Darrell IGA Representative) (Sublett,
Comebise) unanimously passed.

Central Office Status. Len Ealy reported that nobody applied for the Central
Office Director position. Mike Sublett announced that Jill Freund Thomas has offered
to will serve an apprenticeship while Mike continues as Central Office Director on an
annual basis. Jill sent a letter to President Harshbarger whereby she expressed that she
will be willing to apprentice under Mike and assume the position if no one else steps
forward and wants to take over. Terry sent out a request for input on having an
Associate Director and opened the floor for comments. Michael Comebise expressed
his support for Jill’s offer. There was discussion of having a professional manager,
but that didn’t bear fruit for various reasons.

He is asking authors submit
digital versions of their articles. Raymond has created a letter created for potential
reviewers. He also felt that having a quick turn-around time for submissions will be
an incentive for publishing. There are several potential manuscripts for future issues,
all from WIU and some book reviews lined up. Raymond encouraged everyone to get
submissions in. He is trying to expand the book reviews section to include more than
just scholarly books (e.g., travel books). Raymond standardized format and created a
style sheet. He noted that there were problems with graphics in the latest issue. To
help resolve such problems, there is now a cartography editor (Chris Sutton). Michael
Cornebise has proposed guest-editing a special issue on Chicago neighborhoods.
Raymond would like to to do a spotlight on GIS centers in Illinois and perhaps co-
sponsor a session at ILGISA and then devote an issue of the Bulletin to it. He also
would like to have a section on Illinois and maps. Given the lack of submissions,
Raymond suggested going to one issue per volume, which could then be more
substantial. Motion to accept the Bulletin report (Sutton, Sublett) unanimously
passed. Ed Miller suggested using the Bulletin as a forum to expand membership; for
example, focusing on “geographers at work.” Len Ealy suggested including lesson



plans but Mike Sublett noted that in the past, teachers weren’t all that forthcoming.
Darrell Kruger wanted to make sure that doing so has value — if people aren’t
currently asking for lesson plans, they are probably already getting them from
somewhere.

Illinois Geographic Alliance Report
Darrell Kruger discussed the National Geographic public policy campaign in the
context of implementing such strategies to promote geography and the Alliance has a
key role in doing this. The Alliance continues to send K12 teacher consultants to
Washington for things like the Geography Action Program. Will be doing so again
this June. The Alliance will be taking educators to South Africa — Fulbright program.
Motion to accept the IGA Report (Y earman, E. Miller) unanimously passed.

NCGE matters

Mike Sublett reported that the Birmingham meeting was a good meeting and
Illinois was well-represented. Mike noted that IGS has had a tradition of having a
breakfast at NCGE for several years but attendance has dwindled. It appears there
will be larger minimum cost for having a separate room. The Council discussed
continuing the breakfast as it has been done previously or perhaps just as a small part
of a larger gathering. Everyone was in favor of continuing the breakfast, regardless of
format.

Student Awards

Keith Yearman announced the Womack winner (Justin Trapell from College of
Lake County). Two-year award winners this year are from Lincoln Land College,
Triton College, and College of DuPage. Ed Miller will continue serving as member of
the Womack Committee.

Norm Moline announced that there are eight recipients of the Senior College
awards for 2006. A ninth nominee came in very late and the committee voted not to
accept it.

President Harshbarger opened the floor to discussion about funding levels of the
awards. There was considerable discussion about increasing the Womack Award
Motion to keep award funding as present levels (Sutton, Ealy) passed 8-1-3. Motion
to increase the amount of the Womack award to $150, with an additional $50 for
attending the conference (S. Miller, Yearman) failed 2-7-2.

Steve Miller will continue the letter
as president. Norm Moline offered to help.

Mugs. The Society is down to two mugs. Mike Sublett received a bid for $300 for 72
mugs. Motion to purchase IGS 72 mugs for approximately $271.57 (Moline, Sutton)

unanimously passed.

Other items. Norm Moline informed the Council of Rock Island’s celebration
(September 14-17) of the 150" anniversary of crossing the Mississippi by rail.

Adjournment. The meeting adjourned at 11:48 pm.

Introductions of those present: Mike Sublett, Darrell Kruger, Jill Thomas, Keith

Ealy, Norm Moline, Edward Miller, Terry Harshbarger

Approval of Council Meeting Minutes for April 22, 2004 Meeting in Mount
Prospect.

Motions to approve the minutes from the 22 April 2004 meeting in Mount Prospect
(Sublett, Ealy) and the 18 September, 2004 special meeting in Normal (Sublett,
Cornabise) unanimously passed.

Annual Meetings

2004 Meeting Final Report. Mike Sublett (for Charles Fuller) recapped last
year’s meeting held in Mt. Prospect and at Triton College and distributed the meeting
report. It was a successful meeting with Charles doing a lot of the work on his own.
The Council agreed to send a thank you note to Charles for his work running the
conference.

2005 Meeting Status Report. Norm Moline updated the Council on the latest
numbers for the 2005 meeting. A total of 115 folders were prepared for the
conference, which likely will be the final number of attendees. Six of the nine
Outstanding Senior awardees are attending the conference. None of the two-year
college awardees are attending. Keith Yearman detailed the process he employed for
soliciting nominees and expressed frustration at the fact that of the nearly 60
solicitations, only two responded. Nearly 70 persons signed up for the field trip, with
75 attending the banquet and 51 attending the Saturday lunch. Mike Sublett reported
that there will be 36 paper presentations, with the bulk coming from WIU (9), ISU (6)
and SIU-E (6). Norm noted that Caterpillar once again donated to the annual meeting
and took time to recap the field trip. He also noted that the Slide Extravaganza would
not take place this year as Mike Sublett was the only person to make a submission.
Norm noted that persons interested in CPDUs need to see Steve Miller. IGA will also
meet following the IGS meeting and Darrell Kruger indicated he expected
approximately 15 to attend.

2006 Meeting. Keith Yearman showed the DVD put together for next year’s
meeting at the College of DuPage. Keith indicated that planning for the meeting is
going along well. Space for the meeting has been reserved, work is underway to line
up a guest speaker, and everything should be finalized by the fall work session. Mike




Sublett inquired about the convention rate for the hotel (Keith: still working on it) and
Norm led a discussion about making sure we get a good and appropriate speaker for
the banquet.

Mike Sublett commented on the Slide Extravaganza (Ethnic Illinois). It has been a part of the Annual
Meeting since the Joliet Meeting (2000). This year, Keith Yearman organized it, and it is now a PowerPoint
presentation. Fuller reported that there are 26 presentations at the Saturday Paper Sessions, which were
organized by Judy Bock. Mike Sublett noted that the 26 presentations is a record. There will be three periods
of three concurrent sessions. Papers by institution: Augustana College (3), College of DuPage (2), Illinois
State University (7), Northern Illinois University (1), Southern Illinois University-Edwardsville (3), Western
Illinois University (8), Independent Scholar (1). Seventeen presentations by students are scheduled. Fuller
thanked Judy for organizing the sessions. Steve Miller noted that CPDUs will be given and there will be
debriefing sessions following the field trip and the paper sessions.

IGS/IGA Joint Meeting. Darrell Kruger updated the Council on the joint meeting. He noted that
teachers were finding it difficult to attend numerous meetings and money for substitutes runs out early, so the
thought was to have a joint IGS/IGA meeting. However, there have not been too many new folks affiliated
with IGA attending the meeting. The low IGA numbers may be the result of the fact that more IGA activities
occur in the fall. Originally, Darrell had planned on four concurrent IGA sessions on Saturday afternoon, but
there will now be only two (IGA Mentor Project; Atlas of Illinois History and Teaching Geography through
Literature). IGA will have the teacher education steering committee meeting on Sunday the 25th at Triton
College (facilitated by Charles Fuller).

2005 Meeting. Norm Moline reported that the meeting had been considered for Eastern Illinois
University, but they are unable to host it. The new proposal is to meet in Rock Island, tentatively at the Four
Points by Sheraton Hotel, with Augustana as host. The meeting would be the third weekend in April (21-23)
and can focus on a number of items including “The District” (a revitalized part of the city), lock and dam
expansion, the arsenal, riverboat casinos, riverfront revitalization. Moline mentioned that William Hammer,
an Augustana geologist who found the first dinosaur bones in Antarctica, could be the banquet speaker. Other
ideas mentioned included Native American sites (Sauk Village), Hennepin Canal, Moline (John Deere).

2006 Meeting. Mike Sublett noted that the 2006 Annual Meeting will be held at College of DuPage,
April 27-29. Keith Yearman is organizing the meeting and things are going along well. Keith is working on
having online registration for the meeting.

2007 Meeting. Mike Sublett noted that central Illinois, perhaps Springfield, has been mentioned as a
potential meeting locale.

Bulletin Report
Jill Freund Thomas reported that she has been looking at switching printers as printing costs were

increasing. Initially, the idea was to do in-house at ISU, but they require it to be camera-ready, which is
beyond the current capabilities of the department. Thus, using ISU ended up not being cost-effective and
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the Bulletin will continue with Yeast Printing in Macomb. The fall issue is at the printer, and the spring
issue should be ready to go shortly after the Annual Meeting.

The Executive Council discussed the change in Editor following the conclusion of Thomas’s term in
2005. There have been four editors since 1974 and approximately 325 copies of each issue are printed.
Thomas noted that Keith Sculle will remain as assistant editor if wanted by the new editor. Main points
of discussion included the suggestions that the new Editor ought to be someone at one of the four-year
institutions and that there should be a search for the position. Susan Holderread suggested that the person
should also be someone with cartographic experience.

Miller (Applied Geographer member; term ends 2007) to the Executive Council.

Treasury Report
Mike Sublett made treasury report for Roger Liska. The treasury is in good shape, and Roger did a good
Job keeping the budget during his six years in the office. A Treasurer’s report summary sheet was circulated,
-and Sublett gave an overview. Of note is that the money from the CD ($12,038.97) has been transferred to the

money market.

Illinois Geographic Alliance Report

Darrell Kruger made the IGA report. IGA has two endowments: State ($1,000,000, nets $50,000
annually); Chicago ($700,000, nets $30,000). The way the Alliance is funded has changed (the old
$50,000/$50,000 model is no longer in place). Of the $50,000 of the state endowment that IGA is getting,
approximately $40,000 is used for administration of the central office. The plan is to go to a half-time
administrative assistant when Chris Wissmiller retires. 85 percent of the Chicago proceeds fund teacher
grants, with the rest going to Chicago lecture series. IGA has not had traditional institutes in the last two
years primarily because NGS funding structure has changed. IGA remains active in training workshops
(approx. 45) and there are training sessions at 4-year institutions for pre-service teachers. Norm Moline
encouraged further sessions at these institutions.

NCGE Matters

Mike Sublett reported on 2003 Salt Lake City Meeting. There was a Friday breakfast and everything at
meeting was handled well. The next meeting is in Kansas City (20-23 October 2004) with the Society
breakfast set up for 22 October.

Student Awards

Two-Year College Outstanding Student Geographer Awards and Womack Award. Charles Fuller
announced the award recipients: Kathleen Bartley (OSG, Elgin Community College), Roger Darrigrand

He mentioned that as of three and-a-half weeks ago only 23 people were registered:
however, through the use of the GIMBY listserv, and the engaging “Quincy Fact of
the Day” marketing strategy, registrations jumped significantly.

Mike Sublett discussed the Mississippi River Slide Extravaganza. Six participants
submitted twenty-eight slides and descriptions, and for the first time in the history of
the Slide Extravaganza, the slides were arranged according to theme. There was
some trouble converting digital images to slides, so Sublett will urge future slide
submissions to be in slide format.

Saturday Paper Sessions ,

Mike Sublett reported that 2003 was going to be a record year for us, with a bumper
crop of 24 papers submitted for the paper sessions. Five different colieges were
represented with the papers: Westem, Northern, Augustana, Ilinois State, and
Southern Illinois at Edwardsville. Many sessions could easily be arranged by topic,
with only a few potpourri submissions. For the first time in recent years, abstracts
were not included in the program because of the sheer volume of papers; but there
is a separate packet item containing just abstracts.

CPDUs

Larry Resutko thanked Mike Sublett for making the CPDU job easy for him! Larry
reported that he would host two debriefing sessions: one after the field trip on
Friday, and one after the paper sessions on Saturday.

Geographical Caravan to Nauvoo

Norm Moline thought an informal “geographical caravan to Nauvoo” would be an
interesting way to wrap up the weekend's events. Nauvoo expects 300,000 people
each year to visit since the new temple has been constructed, but the question is
what does this influx of tourists do to the town character?

New Policy on Press Releases

Sublett noted that press releases are going to be handled differently this year. In
the past, Council members have had to track down award winners and others to
gather information about their hometown newspapers. This year, it is up to award
winners to get press info to us. We will not be chasing people down any longer.

2004 Meeting Proposal

Charles Fuller presented his plans for the 2004 meeting to be held in western Cook
County, and aiso proposed making the 2004 meeting a joint meeting with Iliinois
Geographic Alliance. Dates would be 22-24 April.

The theme chosen, if it meets widespread approval from the Council, is “Asian Cook:
the Mulitifaceted Asian Presence in Northwest Cook County.” Hotel accommodations
are planned for the Ramada Hotel in Mt. Prospect. The rate is $59, which is quite
reasonable for the area. No complimentary breakfast is included.

Unfortunately, insufficient meeting rooms are available at the hotel; but Triton
College is available for free because of Fuller's employment there.

In keeping with the “geographical caravan” idea, suggestions were made to do a
post-conference trip to Oak Park. Norm Moline has offered to be a tour guide for
Oak Park, since he traveis there several times per year with student groups from
Augustana,



The idea for the meeting is to look at multifaceted Asian presence in Cook County.

Discussion:
Fuller wondered if the Asian theme should continue to the Friday night banquet, but
many in the crowd were wary of the curry.

Noel Stirrat wondered if the political climate in a year would make a trip to the
mosque problematic. It was suggested that there should be a discussion of this part
- of the trip at our October work session. »

Norm Moline wondered if the Asian theme is too much? He thought maybe a half to
2/3 oi the day be on Asia, and 1/3 on another topic. Maybe some UIUC people
.woulc be available to chat about stream management in Northbrook. The village has
implemented a new model to take modified streams and convert them to something
more natural.

The idea of making this a joint meeting with IGA initially came from Fred Willman
with some discussion taking place at the IGS fall work session and IGA steering
committee meeting. The IGA approved it; now it is up to the IGS Executive Council
to vote on this matter.

Roger Liska thought that the Asian theme would be very useful for classroom
teachers--then there could be a session devoted to crafting lesson plans, too.

We are going to have to stretch the Saturday out, since the IGA would need more
time than just the morning paper sessions.

Q: Do we want to go with the joint meeting? Bob Ashley does not see how this is a
joint meeting...The Alliance was always an alliance with NGS...There has not been
much success drawing people to the fall meeting. If you combine the IGA and IGS,
you come up with IGS.

Len Zaley noted that the listserv brought in five more people from the Alliance and
that there wera 74 IGA members at the fail conference last year.



If all Saturday sessions carry CPDUs, then that might be more attractive. Regional
Offices of Education might help disperse information about the conference to
teachers around the area.

Sublett noted that the IGA would underwrite some of the costs of the meeting.
Maybe we could develop continuity with the Saturday session and the field trip.

Approval of 2004 Meeting Proposal
Sublett moved that we approve a joint meeting in Mt. Prospect and River Grove with
the IGA for 2004. Seconded by Norm Moline. Motion carried.

Requiring Registration Fees with Paper Abstracts

Mike Sublett remarked that the AAG and NCGE require meeting fees to come in with
paper abstracts long before the meeting. We have been inching in that direction. It
would simplify things if fees came in with the abstracts. Additionally, he thought
that the Saturday moming program should be designed and produced by the
meeting committee, not the Central Office.

2005 Meeting Prospect

Mike Sublett has been in touch with Betty Smith, a Latin American scholar, at
Eastern Illinois University in Charleston. She is anxious to put on a meeting there.
Her full proposal will be due in 2004.

2006 Meeting Proposal

Keith Yearman wants to bring the Society to the College of DuPage. “The Latino
Metropolis” is the proposed program title, since planning things three years in
advance is a bit tricky. A tentative schedule would ook like this:

¢ Thursday: The Executive Council meeting; pre-service workshops.

o Friday: Field trip with the “Latino Metropolis” theme. Tour highlights would
include the Chicago neighborhoods of Humboldt Park, Little Village, and Pilsen
to look at gentrification and the Puerto Rican independence movement,
among other things.

« Saturday: paper sessions, business meeting and a second field trip to Historic
DuPage County.

There are three choices of hotels now, but it has been difficult to get pricing.

Mike Sublett made a motion to accept the proposal for the 2006 annual meeting.
Motion seconded by Roger Liska. Motion carries.

Norm Moline suggested a goal for the 2004 meeting: to encourage more four-year
institutions to bring their seniors to the meetings, and create a gathering for college
seniors at the meeting.

Central Office Report:

Year in Review

Mike Sublett noted that it is Illinois State’s 18th year as the Central Office. The IGS
has been supported with the secretarial help of Karen Dunton, who is in her 2nd year
as administrative assistant; she and her assistant help Jill Thomas with mailing the
Bulletin.

Membership:
He also highlighted trends in IGS membership over the last several years.

Paid membership has increased slightly. Last year, seven student award winners
requested membership, though none renewed. Eleven new faculty were given
memberships, with three of them having renewed this year. There has not much
action lately with sponsored memberships.

Internet Presence

GIMBY, the IGS listserv, currently has 50 members. It proved a useful tool for
promoting this conference. (Remember the “Quincy Fact of the Day™?) It has also
been helpful for Steven Miller's quest to save Earth Science at Lincolnway East.

The IGS website will be relocated early in June 2003; the URL will be similar to the
old. Chris Wissmiller continues as Webmaster.

Fall Work Session
The Fall Work Session is scheduled for the 25™ of October, a Saturday.

Some discussion centered on appointing a student observer to the Council. There is
no provision for them in the constitution, so they would not vote; but they could
observe.

Maybe this should be an automatic offer to the Womack winner? David Schein feels
like we need student perspective on certain issues.

Another Council member wondered if this could this be farmed out to state chapters
of Gamma Theta Upsilon. They could select someone to represent a student view.

Sublett suggested that some work be done with the senior college group to find a
representative to come to the fall work session to serve in an advisory capacity.

Sublett made motion to thank Larry Resutko and Noel Stirrat for their several years
of work on the Council. Bob Ashley seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Nominating Committee Report: '
Terry Harshbarger presented the report from the Nominating Committee. Terry
thanlked Bob Levy for his work as member of the committee.

Norm Moline made a motion to appoint Mike and Darrell to the Central Office
Director and Alliance Coordinator positions, respectively. Seconded by Liska. Motion
carried. .

Betty Crawford was appointed by Wendy Shaw to be the elementary member (2003-
2006). She teaches second grade at Avoca West elementary in Wilmette.

Audit Committee Report:

Sublett made the report for Jack Tison. Jack has been the Audit Committee chair
with help from Keith Yearman. During their audit of the organization, all documents
were present; all checking accounts, money market accounts, and other records
were shown to be correct. The Committee recommended that the Central Office
send copies of all notices/bills to the Audit Committee as they go to Treasurer.

Treasurer’s Report:

Roger Liska made the Treasurer's report. 1998 was the transfer year from the Bank
of Edwardsville to the current bank up north. The CD has never been touched: the
money market has only been added to. Interest rates are very low. Day to day
_funds have declined in the past several years, but we are not in debt. We no longer
get any Kendail-Hunt monies for the Illinois book, now out of print.

The printing of the Bulletin and the student awards are our most costly financial
outlays. Technically, there is no Womack money left; but we have continued the
award out of our general funds.

Chris Wissmiller gets $15 per hour for the website, which is not very expensive,

Sublett made a motion to accept the Treasurer’s report. Seconded by Stirrat.
Motion passed.

Expected Vacancy in Treasurer Slot as of May 2004

Roger Liska is retiring from teaching, and we need to find a replacement for him as
Treasurer. One volunteer is the young and organized Keith Yearman. This would be
an easy transition because he keeps accounts at the same bank as Roger. Jack
Tison would continue as auditor. Uitimately, it is duty of the Nominating Committee
to select a nominee. This notice to Council is just anticipating an important turnover.

Bonding the Society’s Treasurer

Sublett noted that bonding treasurers is becoming more common. The cost would be
a few hundred dollars. There is a chance that we may not even qualify. To become
bonded, the treasurer would have to supply some personal financial information. We
trust this person with the organization’s life savings, and bonding would protect us
against unforeseen circumstances.

Norm Moline made a motion to move forward with this unless it tums out to be very
unfeasible. Seconded by Bob Ashley. Motion passed. This may be discussed again
at the fall work session.

Liska made a motion suggesting the possibility of two-person checks, which would be
a hassle, but would be an alternative safeguard.
Motion seconded by Sublett. Motion carried.



Bulletin Report:

Sublett made the report for Jilt Thomas. She is looking at changing the printer, since
the current company, Yeast, is not PC compatible. The turnaround time is increased

because they have to typeset everything by hand. Illinois State University’s printing

services would be significantly cheaper (see quotes below.)

One of the biggest issues mentioned in the report was the requirement that all
potential Bulletin authors submit maps, graphs, charts, and photos in digital format.
Additionally, with the fall 2003 issue, all graphics NOT suitable for printing or those
that need to be created will be charged a fee of $50 per map and $35 per graph or
chart.

Discussion:

Some present wondered if perhaps the IGS should pick up the cost, vs. the author.
But what if the article has three or more graphics?

The author is costing us a lot to publish something. Would this drive people to other
journals?

Other journals have to have things camera ready.

We could create a two-tiered system of payment. Professional géographers should
not be subsidized, according to Fuller. But sometimes students have access to same
software as faculty. ‘

Sublett noted that the Council seems to be willing to spend money to make graphics
acceptable, though we shall encourage authors to do what they can to get graphics
camera-ready.

Jill sent out two requests for articles on the listserv, GIMBY. Keith Sculle is a bulldog
in terms of getting people to submit articles. Keith gets book reviews in quite
regularly. In 2003-2004, we will work hard to get manuscripts, sending out letters
to get them from seniors.

Illinois Geographic Alliance Report:

Darrell Kruger made the IGA Report. The Alliance is in the second year of its
endowment. There are two endowment programs—a state endowment and a
Chicago endowment—and the money is used to promote geographic education
through programs and institutes.

Upcoming programs include the following:

1. A Mentor Workshop. The IGA received a Grosvenor Grant for 55,000—to mentor
teachers in four districts.




2. Literature/GIS Workshops: The IGA also received another Grosvenor Grant for a
literature workshop in July at ISU for e'ementary teachers and a GIS workshop at
Westem in June.

Chicago program: 15% of the money for the Chicago program must be spent on the
Chicago lectures, four each year. IGA does workshops in conjunction with the
lectures to reach teachers. 85% of the money is to make teacher grants from
$3,000 to $5,000. Six awards were granted last year to do programs and
workshops. One project had a research focus.

With the bleak performance of the stock market, it is good to be endowed, buta 1.7
million dollar endowment gives us $80,000 per year, which does not go that far.
NGS has changed to a competitive model. IGA teachers need to write grants:
venture grants ($150,000+) Grosvenor Grants $20,000-80,000 for 1 year for a
particular project, and Teacher Grants ($5,000) to do geographic education projects
in your school district. We need to change the culture of the IGA, because now we
are competing with other alliances for funding.

By the way, 1 in 3 teacher grants is funded!

Kruger wants to thank the IGS for the $200 donation to support the State
Geographic Bee finals, which took place in South Barrington. IGA supports this
endeavor with cash as well.

NCGE Matters:

Jeff Amold made the report on the Philadelphia meeting. The meeting was a great
success. The big issue is the IGS breakfast at NCGE every year. In Philadelphia,
there were 12 people. How much does it cost the IGS? Nothing. Typically there are
more than 12, but maybe there were no-shows.

NCGE is torn between summer meetings and fall. Many teachers are more willing to
go during the fall, unless it is a popular summer spot.

Salt Lake City Meeting
Sublett announced that Friday, 10 October, would be the date of the IGS breakfast in
Salt Lake City. The meeting runs from the 8th to the 11th.

Student Awards:

Community College

Charles Fuller made the report. This year there were four Womack nominees, and
nine for outstanding student geographer. Two students from Wiibur Wright Coliege
were outstanding, so we are giving awards to them both.

On the committee this year was Norm Moline and Susan Holderread. The deadline
for nominations was 5 April, but it should be earlier so that we can get the word out
sooner and perhaps see more of the award winners at the annual meeting.

Womack for 2004

The Council needs to appoint a third person to serve with the Two-Year College
Member (Charies Fuller) and the Vice-President (S. Holderread, if chosen). Jeff
Arnold was appointed.



Senior College

Norm Moline reported on the Senior College Award Winners. This year twelve
students from eleven institutions were awarded, and eight of them will be coming to
the banquet.

Future Funding Lavels for Awards
Womack is at $250, and others are at 50 plus $50 if the winner claims award at
banquet. '

Discussion:
We could make this a room subsidy rather than appearing as a $50 show-up
payment.

Could we have some kind of fund-raiser for scholarships?

We want to publish and honor students, but fiscally we cannot do the number of
awards that were doing and still stay solvent. We could solicit award maney from
businesses or we could set a cap on awards.

Should the Womack Award remain if it is not an endowed fund? We could still call it
the Womack Award, but perhaps the award should maybe reduced to $100, plus $50
if they come to ctaim it, and $50 (plus $50 if they come to the meeting) for the other
awards. Motion made by Sublett; seconded by Arnold. Motion passed.

Is there something that would last longer, like a plaque? A book? They currently all
get a certificate. We could investigate the cost of certificate holders.

Old Business:

Sublett discussed the National Geographic Bee State Finals. The Council decided to
supplement Ani Smith’s Bee effort with $200.00. Ani did publicly acknowledge the
IGS at the opening session. Sublett made motion to send $200 to the 2004 Bee,
seconded by Ashley. After some discussion about the amount of the donation,
Ashley rescinded the second and Sublett withdrew the motion.

Ashley made a new motion to increase the award $300 to the Geography Bee
program, which was seconded Roger Liska. Motion passed.

AAG 2003 Panel Discussion on State Societies

Charles Fuller discussed the activities of the AAG's Panel on State Societies.
Pennsylvania, California, and Iilinois have active state geographical societies, and the
bulk of the discussion focused on what each society was doing.

Other Old Business
None reported.

New Business:

Dues Structure: Sublett noted that the dues structure has not been modified in a
long time. Ashley says to raise registration fees, rather than dues. But both could
also generate income. Sublett thought we should change the dues from $20 to $25
for individuals, $10 for students, $15 for retirees, $25 for institutions, $50 for
supporting, and $250 for life. Norm Moline made a motion to accept the changes;
Larry Resutko seconded. Motion carried.

Call to Order and Welcome
President Wendy Shaw called the meeting to order at 12:30 p.m.

Approval of Minutes from 27 April 2002

A motion was made to approve the minutes by Mary Ann Hanlin; seconded by David Schein.
Motion carried.

Report from the Central Office Director

Mike Sublett noted that Iilinois State University has just finished its 18% year as the host of
the IGS Central Office. We get substantial support from ISU‘s Geography-Geology
Department, including secretarial help; but we pay our own postage, and some other
expenses. We work closely with the IGA.

Membership has remained stable: 304 members last year and this year. We increased the
number of individual paid members. We still issue complimentary memberships to all new 4-
year faculty. A higher percentage of 4-year faculty has renewed thelr memberships than in
years past. Mugs are still given away as a bonus if you sponsor another IGS member.

GIMBY is still active, with about 50 members. Discussion is sometimes lively, sometimes
quiet, depending on where Dave Schein is at the time. We have also discussed Steve Miller’s
problem with Earth Science offerings at Lincoinway. :

We are getting a new Web address in a little while, and this will be posted on GIMBY.

Fall work session will be held on 25 October in Normal. The work session is needed since we
often have more business than we can handle at the Executive Council meeting.

Treasurer Report

Roger Liska gave us the highlights:

The accounts were moved from the south to the north six years ago. Currently there are
three accounts maintained by the IGS: a CD, a money market account, and a checking
account. Most transactions happen in the checking account. The money market account and
CD have not been touched In several years, and have about $12,000 in each. {CDs are heid
for a year and a haif,) We monitor accounts regularly, and Jack Tison and Keith Yearman
check the books to make sure everything is aboveboard. Sublett thought that the CD could be
held for a longer time to earn a greater rate of interest.

Bulietin Report
Sublett gave regrets for Jill who was unabie to attend. The Builetin continues to serve its

purpose nicely. There is not much of a backlog of articles, but Jill does have some in various
stages. To have a refereed journal is a great claim of aurs. She is also publishing more book
reviews. Keith Sculle is good at twisting the arms of publishers to get pertinent books for
review in the jourmnal. Spring 2003 is in the works at the moment.

We had been getting the Bulletin printed at Yeast Printing in Macomb, but they are not digital.

Jili has been looking for an operation that is digital, and the ISU Printing Office has given us a

nice bid. We are still negotiating. Yeast is slow because they typeset. Jill will not accept any

more illustrations that are not camera ready, because of time constraints. If she has to do the
cartography, there will be a charge of $50 dollars per map.

Jill is always on the lookout for submissions!



Report from the Alliance

Darrell Kruger was interviewing for his current spot one year ago—and thanked the crowd for
selecting him. He is looking forward to future meetings, and is happy to see that meetings
migrate around the state. The IGA has an endowment for the Chicago area and an
endowment for the state. We should get $80,000 this year, with $30,000 earmarked for the
Chicago area, and $50,000 for the state. 15% of the Chicago money is dedicated to the
lecture series. 85% is devoted to teacher grants. At the state level, funds are used for a
variety of purposes. Chris Wissmiller earns a significant portion of the budget. Additionally, a
lot of the money is used for workshops. Kruger thanked the workshop presenters who help us
grow the organization. NGS used to give $50,000 to the Alliance, but this is no longer the
case. We are not getting as much as we used to. NGS has gone to a competitive model and
awards three types of grants: Venture Grants, Grosvenor Grants, and Teacher Grants. We did
get 3 Grosvenor Grant for $55,000 to do mentoring with four school districts; this is running to
its conclusion. We have submitted for a second vear of funding. This summer, there is a two-
week literature workshop for fourteen elementary school teachers. There was also some
technology money left to spend as well, so there will be a GIS workshop in the middle of June
at Western Illinois University. Darrell wanted to thank the IGS for supporting the 2003 State
Bee, by providing $200. Sublett wished to formally welcome Darrell to the IGS and to lilinois,
and thanked him for his good work thus far.

No other candidates were proposed from the floor, so a motion was made by Harshbarger to
approve the slate as presented; seconded by Sublett. Motion passed.

Other Business

Dues have not been increased for over 10 years. Currently, costs for membership are as
follows: $20 for regular and institutional members, $6 for students, $10 for retired, $40
supporting, and $200 for life. Given the number of scholarships we fund annuaily, there is the
possibility of running short on funds. Proposed membership rate increases are:

$25 regular; $10 students; $15 retired; $25 institutional; $50 supporting; $250 life.

The three main expenses of our organization are the student awards, the state bee, and the
Bulletin. Our task is to encourage and spread geography, and those three items help.
Caterpillar has made a donation, but we have lost a source of funding in the form of
royalties—no more from the Illinois book, which is out of print. We also mentioned raising
conference costs. We do generate income from annual meetings, but that fluctuates greatly.

Dave Schein moved that the dues schedule be changed according to the recommendations of
the Council. Seconded by Chris Sutton. Motion carried.

Norm Moline serves on the Illinois Historic Sites Advisory Council, which recommends buildings
in Illinois for Natlonal Register status. One slot is availabie for a historian/historical
geographer. If any of you know of people that you would like to suggest. Tracy Sculle, Keith’s
wife, coordinates that committee.

Wendy Shaw remarked that it was a pleasure and honor to serve as president for a great
organization with such an active and involved membership.

Introduction of New President
Norm Moline recelved the gavel from Wendy Shaw and made a motion that those assembled
thank Wendy Shaw for her year of service.

Moline noted that it was an honor to serve as Vice President, and has enjoyed being a member
of the organization. He thanked whoever put the idea before the nominating committee. He
looked forward to a good year. Mike Sublett makes the job easy!

Can any president have an agenda? Moline wants to increase the involvement of undergrads
at the meeting. It is enriching to us and to the students. We are going to try to push more
schools to bring undergraduate students.

The meeting was adjourned at 1:20 p.m.

MINUTES OF THE ANNUAL EXECUTIVE COUNCIL MEETING
Rantoul National Aviation Center
25 April 2002

Call to Order: President Bob Ashley called the meeting to order at 8:16 p.m. Allen
Engelbright, Wendy Shaw, Norm Bettis, Karen Tones, Jill Freund Thomas, Larry
Resutko, Susan Holderread, Charles Fuller, Roger Liska, Terry Harshbarger, Mike
Sublett, Len Ealey, David Schein, Noel Stirrat, Jeff Arnold, and Norm Moline were all
present.

President Ashley welcomed new Council members Wendy Shaw, Jeff Arnold, Charles
Fuller, and Karen Tones.

Approval of Minutes from the 26 April 2001 Meeting: Noel Stirrat moved to approve
the minutes of the Rend Lake Meeting. Seconded. Minutes approved.

Norm Bettis moved to approve the minutes from the 6 October 2001 Special Council
Session. Seconded. Approved.

2001 Meeting Final Report: Mike Sublett distributed the final report sent in by Carl
Miller, who extended his apologies for not being able to attend this meeting. Attendance:
100 were registered, 62 went on the field trip, and 80 attended the banquet with Paul
Simon as keynote speaker. Income exceeded expenses by $1,386.71, which went into
1GS coffers. Noel Stirrat proposed a motion wishing to thank Carl Miller for the
successful meeting, the income generated, and all of Carl’s good work. Seconded.
Approved. :

2002 Meeting Update: Terry Harshbarger reported there were 65 people registered for
the field trip, 71 for the banquet, and 73 for overall registration, including the 10 award
winners. No specific amount of cash had been recorded yet, but it was expected to be
around $4,200. The field trip tomorrow will be starting at 8 am., proceeding next to the
Octave Chanute Museum, which will be our staging area. Gary Adams, the Village
Administrator, will greet us there, as will an Air Force administrator and a Chanute
historian. The group will then proceed to a just-in-time manufacturing plant for Daimler-
Chrysler-Mitsubishi, and then journey through the downtown area. The group will view
the largest load tester for pavement, then tour some landfills. At lunch, two
businesswomen from Rantoul will talk about the problems associated with iosing income
from the base closure. The tour will then go to the museum, and onto the flight line to
visit Precision Aviation. The speaker at the banquet will be the former mayor of Rantoul,
whose comments will be entitled “In the Eye of the Storm, Revisited.”

The Slide Extravaganza is going to go as planned. Twenty slides were submitted and will
be shown after the banquet.

There are ten papers on the Saturday program, with two concurrent sessions.




Discussion then turned to press releases. Mike Sublett noted that a number of them were
sent out on the student award winners, new officers, and the distinguished geographer last
year, and IGS got a lot of good press. Sublett mentioned that he needed help gathering
data on newspaper names as well as people to ask the award winners and presenters what
their hometown newspaper is and whether or not they would like their name released.

Bob Ashley was disappointed in the number of slides that were submitted and the fact
that there have been no digital images received. There was some discussion about the
content of slides. Should they be images of Hlinois, or should they be images taken by
IGS members? This issue will be discussed in more depth at the fall work session.

Norm Bettis announced that Fred Walk’s workshop was cancetled due to a lack of
registration. It is near the end of the school year; many teachers find it difficult to get
away. :

Larry Resutko said that teachers are eligible to get one CPDU for every contact hour they
have at this meeting. Teachers will receive 8 hours for the field trip, 1 hour for the
banquet, and possibly 2 hours for the Saturday sessions.

2003 Meeting Proposal: Len Ealey two years ago proposed a meeting in Quincy, and
has been working on fleshing out the details. He distributed a sheet that described the
appeal of Quincy, one of which was the price of $2,500, which includes all the meeting
rooms and meals (executive Council meal and the banquet) if we book at least 80 people.
The Holiday Inn folks would like-a $500 deposit soon to confirm this arrangement. The
room rates would be approximately $89.00 per night.

Field trip ideas included: _

e Park Place Historical District: the first planned neighborhood in Quincy, which
includes the Villa de Catherine, a Moorish castle on the Mississippi.

¢ Urban renewal: Quincy is a member of the national Main Street Program. Local
officials would discuss their plans for economic development downtown.

o Lock and Dam 21/ Flood of 1993: Next year would be the tenth anniversary of the
great flood of 1993.

e Hannibal, MO: This would be a nice contrast to Quincy. Quincy’s industrial, and
Hannibal’s historical. The highway connection has greatly changed Haanibal’s
growth. Could be a nice mesh with a guest speaker, Mark Antonini, who plays
Mark Twam.

Noel Stirrat noted that there is a lot of good field trip stuff here, but it sounds like it might
be difficult to do this all in one day. Norm Bettis suggested that the Mark Twain player
could perform on a riverboat.

Len also outlined the logistical support assignments. He said that the folks at Quincy are
very excited to have us come. The 1GS has never had an annual meeting in Quincy, and
there has been so much support from the town for teacher-related activities. Norm Moline



remarked that Quincy has been noted in the Chicago Tribune as one of the most wel!-
known and well-liked small towns in the US.

Bob Ashley said that people could come to the meeting and that teachers could visit
classrooms during the day on Thursday prior to the executive Council meeting.

Moline said the there is a strong historic preservation group there that we could tap into
for ideas. We could also think about having a plenary session with someone from the
Lewis and Clark 200 Year Commemoration from St. Louis. One teacher from
Jacksonville is taking some of his high school students an the Lewis and Clark trail this
summer; he came through the SIUE institute several years ago. We could get him to
participate in our slide extravaganza.

We could do a theme for this meeting.

Dave Schein says that Adams County has one of the best G1S systems around. 1f there is
time, they might want to present a demo of their GI1S. FEMA also had some experience in
that area.

Jill Thomas said that they could run the GIS info as a poster session of sorts. Rand
McNally has been part of our meetings before.

Mike Sublett moved that we accept Len’s proposal and that we cut a check for $500 to
send to the Holiday Inn. Seconded. Vote carried.

2004 Meeting Prospect: Charles Fuller said that Mike Sublett suggested a meeting in
Cook County for 2004. There are a lot of current events of geographic interest. We could
do field trips to focus on GIS in suburban planning We could also focus on the
immigrant religious communities. Urban spraw! issues: Chicagoland’s population grew
by 2.5 percent, but land taken out of rural use was 40 percent. We could also focus on
Triton College, a few miles south of O’Hare. We could look at the demographics of
Triton, which draws on eight high schools in the area. We could visit a couple of the local
high schools and work with geography teachers who could discuss issues of Englishasa
second language.

We have not met in Cook County since we met at De Paul in the early 80s.
There was a lot of support for this prospect.

Central Office Report: Mike Sublett noted that the ISU was just finishing its 17 year
as the central office, and that department support remains fairly strong. IGSisina
transition with regard to our secretarial help since we lost Jo Kimler. Much of the usual
routine business continues: we are updating the Council roster. We worked with Terry on
this meeting quite closely. We will be updating our pamphlet--the IGA is our biggest
market for fliers.

Twelve new regular members were
sponsored. One new institutional member was sponsored, and Jill sponsored several
students.

The question will be whether or not we will get the
member retention after their free year has elapsed.

Internet presence: The listserv is languishing, as Dave Schein has not posted much lately.
This service, GIMBY, is free.

Website: Our website has a nicer background. We have had 2028 hits as of today. They
have changed our URL. The Illinois book can be found on the site as well.

Fall work session is 28 September. Since the IGA is having a conference the day before
in Normal, we thought we would tie it in all together.

Constitution bylaws amendments at the Business meeting: we gain authority to raise the
dues as necessary and make better plans for the replacement of the central office.

Council wishes to extend its thanks to Alan Englebright and Judy Bock for their work on
Council. Seconded. Approved.

Nominating Committee Report: Dave Schein was pleased to have been asked to be on
the commirttee. Names for consideration include Jill Freund Thomas for editor of the
Bulletin, Wendy Shaw for President, and Norm Moline for Vice President. A mation was
made to approve. Seconded and approved.



Council then needs to vote to approve Jill as editor. Motion made and seconded, and
approved. Jill has been the editor for 12 years and has done a great job.

President Bob Ashley appoints a secondary member, and has contacted Steven Miller
who has agreed to the position. He is a teacher at New Lenox, and is a graduate of ISU.

Audit Committee Report: Sublett for Jack Tison.

Audit took place on February 23" All necessary documentation was present. Financial
records were found to be correct for the last fiscal year. Keith Yearman was just
appointed to serve on the Audit Committee.

Treasurer’s Report: Roger Liska presented the Treasurer’s Report. He noted that the
1GS maintains three accounts: checking, money market, and a certificate of deposit. All
accounts were transferred from Edwardsville to Naperville. Money from the CD was
shifted to a year and a haif CD to earn a greater rate of return. The money market account
receives interest on a monthly basis. The checking has been the most active account.
Checks for membership are sent to the treasurer and then deposited.

1GS treasurer’s report summary sheet: FY ends just before the meeting: this year we had
$31.000. Last vear, we had $29, 085. Membership has increased, so have our funds. We
are in pretty good shape.

Keith Yearman lives close to Roger Liska, and he could serve as a potential replacement
for Roger Liska. Keith already auditing, and it could be a simple signature to transition to
the next treasurer, making it an easy process. Council thanked Roger for a job well done.

Bulletin Report: Jill showed off the fall Bulletin. The spring issue is almost ready to go
1o the publisher; by the end of May or first of June they should be out. She is low on
manuscripts for the fall issue, so there will be a sign at the registration table to help with
writing and reading manuscripts. If you would like to help, please inform Jill. She would
like people in the IGS submit articles to the Bulletin. 1t is a peer-reviewed journal, so it
does “count.” We take student papers, t0o.

Jill also wished to thank Keith Sculle for all of his great work with book reviews and
reviewers. He sees this as a very serious job. John Jakle has also done some reviews.
(His new book was just reviewed in The Professional Geographer.)

In a year or two, we may do an issue on the geography of tourism in Ulinois. Theme
issues will be intermittent, since it is often difficult to assemble these issues.

After this spring, we will change the color of the cover. Jill and David discussed having
light and short articles. Hlinois Trivia is another possible topic.
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INlinois Geographic Alliance Report: Norm has still got lots of Teacher Consultants
doing workshops, from Wildlife Prairie Park to Quincy to Fred’s local workshops. The
three main issues he discussed were NGS summer programs, IGA summer programs, and
our financial support.

NGS has three things going on this summer:

1. The National Geographic Society trek: next year they are focusing on public lands
for Geography Awareness Week: “American Frontiers: A Public Lands Journey.”
They want to select two teams of four people. They would start the southern team
out in New Mexico and the northern party in Glacier National Park. Teams would
be hiking, biking, rafting, using ATVs, canoes, etc. ‘

: &

2 There are three summer institutes focusing on NSF project called ARGWORLD,
focused on grades 7-9. One in institute will be in Texas, one in West Michigan
and one in DC. Carl Miller will be representing the 1GA in Washington, DC.

3. Geography mentor program. We are losing a lot of teachers to retirement, and
these are leading Teacher Consultants in the Alliance and in IGS. So this is
happening across the country. NGS is trying to bring together these teachers to
mentor teachers in their states (new social studies teachers) to help them
incorporate geography into their teaching. Mentoring is complex. We are thinking
of writing a grant proposal to short circuit some of the problems that may oceur
when we hook up experienced teachers with mentors. So far Joan Longmire has
agreed to go. Not all states were selected to send mentors. Hlinois was one of
seven or eight. Fred Walk will be on staff.

IGA programs.
Two institutes are going on in Edwardsville this summer, one regular, one advanced, both
in the last two weeks of June. They combine on some activities, but most are separate.

At ISU, there is a two-week institute. The first week is a classroom portion; the second is
the completion of assignments. It is a geography and literature workshop for teachers of
grades 2-6. If we can show reading teachers how to teach geography at the same time,
that will help us accomplish our goals.

Chicago program: The “Live from National Geographic Series” has been going on since
the first of the year. IGA is contributing cash to that series in Chicago and also has TCs
lined up to do workshops for teachers attending these lectures, which will earn teachers
CPDUs.

Next year, we will be issuing requests for proposals for worthy projects that fit the
criteria we establish. We may have 35K from the Chicago endowment, of which 15K witl
go to lecture series, and the rest can go out as grants.

Another Chicago project is related to an update of the Burnham Plan. A group has been
looking at the plan and is interested in developing a new plan to carry Chicago to the year



2030. They have developed 12 goals for themselves and have published a series of
booklets/pamphlets that show what has been happening in the last 50-60 years. They have
been doing focus groups, too. That group is called Chicago Metropolis 2020.

IGA Funding

Norm’s atticle in The Alliance Reporter discusses IGA funding. We are in a transition
year. All money is competitive now, especially for the non-endowed states. Proceeds for
next vear should be about 90K. We got a $25,000 Grosevenor grant this year. Any
teacher in the state can get up to $5000 for a project they are working on.

Replacement of Alliance Coordinator:

Norm officially retired in May of 2000, and the initial search yielded few results for a
while. After some length, however, a replacement was found: Darrell Kruger, coming
from the Louisiana Geographic Alliance. Kruger will be employed 3/4 time in
Curriculum and Instruction, and 1/4 time in Geography and Geology. Has done a lot of
work in education in Louisiana, and has a well-developed vita already. Norm feels very
comfortable handing over the reins to this person. He will come on board in August. At
the fall meeting, the Council will have to approve him as Norm’s replacement on the IGS
Council. '

The Council thanked Norm for all his hard work over the years.

NCGE Matters: At the Vancouver Meeting of NCGE the IGS did have a breakfast, but
the person who was supposed to convene the meeting had trouble wrangling people.

Philadelphia meeting: we will be the only organization that holds 2 breakfast. Lots of
folks show up, and we do not need to convene a meeting per se—it could just be social.
It will be on the agenda. Take advantage of it if you are going.

Jeff Arnold is our NCGE rep, and will be going to the Philly meeting. He is the logical
person to host the breakfast.

The IGA sponsored cruise to Alaska was fantastic. We really had an unusually good trip.
There was fog on one day. We did not get to see one glacier because of that, but
otherwise we had a great cruise. Highlight: being able to walk on a beach with grizzlies
that did not fear people. Co-sponsored with NCGE; 63 people on board. Norm put in a lot
of work organizing the effort—it took 18 months of lead-time to plan it. ,

Student Awards: Community College Awards: Charles Fuller has 100 different names
of full- or part-time community college faculty. Lots of people received the nomination
criteria. There were two nominees for the Womack Award, and five different names for
the regular awards. We eliminated one of the Womack awardees. Certificates have been
printed out for awardees.



Council needs to appoint a 3 1GS member of the Womack Committee who will serve
with the 2-year college member and the vice president between now and the next annual
meeting. Susan Holderread volunteered to help with the Womack Selection Committee.

Senior College Awards. Norm Moline reported that a letter was sent to all 4-year
institutions. Award winners were from Augustana, Northwestern, U of Chicago, SIUC,
SIUE, Elmhurst, UIC, NIU, and 1SU. Western did not have anyone this year. Five of
these Senior College student award winners will attend the banquet.

Council needed to approve future funding levels for scholarships. The Womack award
winner gets $250; others get $50 plus $50 if the winner comes to the meeting to claim it.
The $350 was to help with expenses to get here. A motion was made to approve Womack
for $250 and the $50-$50 for next year. Motion. Seconded. Discussion: Womack awards
were to come from funding raised specifically for that fuad; next year it will come out of
the general fund. Education is the mission of our organization, but we also need to
survive. Can we make both of those things possible? The Womack fund is depleted. Is
this a problem? Do we need a formal declaration that this should come out of the general
fund? Motion to approve these levels for next year. Seconded. Motion carries. Womack
fund continue with funding from the general fund. Seconded.

Old Business: National Geographic Bee. Mike Sublett reported that 1GS supports the
Bee with a $300 contribution. Are we getting our money’s worth? IGS gets some
publicity from the event, but not much membership from the Bee-related workshop. But
should success of our organization be based on membership numbers? It seems like a
worthwhile project. Decision to table this until fall.

Other old business: None reported.

New Business: T-shirt proposal: Mike Sublett said that Fred Willman designed t-shirts,
which would cost $10-13 dollars. IGS would make a profit of 2 dollars per shirt. Sublett
recommends we not get into the t-shirt business. There were jots of complaints about
having too many t-shirts and tote bags, etc.

Other New business: none reported.

1GS President Bob Ashley called the Annual Business Meeting to order at 11:20 a.m,

Approval of Minutes of 28 April 2001
A motion was made to approve the minutes from the Rend Lake Meeting. Seconded.
Motion passed.

Report from Central Office Director

Mike Sublett said that the Central Office has been at ISU for 17 years and gets excellent
support from the department. The new secretary, Karen Dunton, is doing well.
Membership is coming and going---we have tried some new things to boost membership.
Membership increases have been due to, in part, the IGS mug program. If an IGS
member sponsors a new member, the sponsoring member receives a mug (or can have it
sent to the person being sponsored). Twelve new regular members have been spansored,
plus one school library, two retirees, and three students.

We still have our listserv, GIMBY—and any member is free to join. There is not much
traffic, but it is a good place to put out information.
