3. 2009 Meeting Report from Emily Good and Mike Sublett. Preliminary numbers:  79 registrations. Regular: 34, Retired: 18 and Student: 27. Paid Field Trip: 39; Banquet: 43; Luncheon: 53.  . Seven of student winners will be attending. There are 20 2-year and 4-year institutions attending, eight K-12 schools and 7 organizations including National Geographic Society, EPA, Metropolitan Reclamation Water District, Village of Volo and Openlands. 
      Estimated net income $1400 which includes a $200 sponsorship from Pearson Education who 

      will have a table set up on Saturday. 22 paper presentations; 8 poster presentations
4. 2010 Annual Meeting Discussion (Keith Yearman)  Working Title: Rockford 2010 Hotel prices ranging from $69-119. Holiday Inn and Radisson at $119 and additional room costs. Sweden Lodge cheaper but doesn’t have necessary facilities. Still checking bus companies. Field Trip possibilities: airport and UPS facility tours, Swedish Museum or Conservatory, lunch at Clock Tower Inn, floodplain tour with David Schein, gardens.  Possibility of having paper session and lunch in the Conservatory. AAG is meeting 13-18, so thinking of pushing this to April 29-May 1.
Maybe have meeting with someone to discuss high unemployment. Sublett volunteered to help with paper/poster session. Smith offered to do administrative help. Motion passed unanimously (Good, Sutton seconded) to accept Yearman’s 2010 proposal
5. 2011 and beyond Annual Meeting Discussion Chris Sutton offered to look into this in Macomb. An industrial site on National Register- Moses-King Brickworks; Nauvoo, WIU also has a biology field station on the river. There’s a new Hampton Inn and room at WIU for meetings plus a convention center. Motion passed unanimously (Fuller, Yearman seconded) to accept the proposal for 2011 meeting in Macomb. 6. Summer Field Day 2008 Ealey said 8 people attended the geocaching in Peoria including an open house at Caterpillar. 
7. Summer Field Day 2009 ideas  Fuller suggested Thornton Quarry. Sutton will check with geologist from WIU.   

8. Treasury Report Len Ealey reports total assets in 2008: $33,317.19 and as of 2009: $32,691.31. 
Two CDs bought each $10,000 one for 9 months (1.75%), one for 12 months (2.0%). Motion passed unanimously to approve Treasury Report (Yearman, Sutton seconded)  
Motion passed unanimously (Yearman, Cornebise seconded) that Central Office have an account of $250 for incidental expenses to be maintained by the College of DuPage. Expenses can be mentioned in Central Office Report.
9. Nominating Committee Report  (Thomas for Steve Miller) The following people have confirmed to continue to serve in their positions:  President: Jill Freund Thomas, Vice President: Michael Cornebise, Treasurer: Len Ealey, Secretary: Emily Good, Elementary Education: Ani Smith, Secondary Education: Tallia Del Bianco, and IGA Coordinator: Darrell Kruger. Motion passed unanimously (Yearman, Smith seconded) to accept these positions.  Request to have a change in number of years president, vice president, and immediate past president officers serve: 2 or 3 with staggered terms. Needs to be written as an amendment to the Constitution so needs to be introduced to membership.   In the fall work session meeting an amendment will be written up on this matter. Members to be notified about this request for change in mailings in May, October and March. 
10. Presidential Appointments (Jill Thomas) Ani Smith and Tallia Del Bianco and Darrell Kruger have accepted my request for appointments to their positions. Motion passed unanimously (Ealey, Sutton seconded) to keep Darrell Kruger as IGA Coordinator. 
11. Research Grant Proposal  (Sublett)  Motion passed unanimously (Sutton, Ealey seconded) for IGS to provide two research grants of up to $500 to its members in good standing. President will appoint a committee to formalize the procedures for the grant application process.

· Ty Liles reports that there is a new geography related organization: Illinois Junior College Geology and Geography Society.  

· Liles suggests that in October IGS have our Fall workshop at Starved Rock and put this on calendar sooner rather than later. 
· Sutton mentioned 2014 will be 70th anniversary of the IGS. 

· New Membership: Sutton suggests an email solicitation for new members. We also now have database of all geography teachers as well. 
· Need to assess the IGS, IGA and GSC membership which is overlapping and also aging. We are sharing entities but separate. Maybe we can collaborate more to not duplicate efforts and use funds more efficiently. Maybe all three groups have one large meeting. 

· Why not add a communications director post in IGS to be in charge of gimby, facebook, outreach, etc.  
· NCGE would welcome IGS sponsorship at the 2009 meeting anywhere from $200 and up; however, IGS will not participate this year.

· Motion passed (Yearman, Thomas seconded) unanimously to approve $400 for the geography bee. 
· Smith officially thanks IGS for its support to the Geo Bee and also needs qualified geography judges. Also seeking way to bring in the interested parents to our organizations.
