Calculator:

You will need a business or scientific calculator for this course. However, you will not be allowed to use a calculator until after the first quiz.

Quizzes: Answers on quizzes without supporting work will not receive full credit. We will have a quiz every other week according to the schedule. Each will be on material covered in the previous two class periods. There will be a chance to ask questions prior to each quiz. The lowest 3 quizzes will be dropped. There will be no makeup quizzes. If you miss any quiz, the score percentage on the final exam is used as the score on the missed quiz.
Midterm Policy: Answers on tests without supporting work will not receive full credit. There are NO MAKEUP midterm exams. If you miss any exam, the score percentage on the final exam is used as the score on the missed exam.
 

Final Exam: You must take the final exam. The final exam will be two. It will be a comprehensive exam. Review problems will be distributed prior to the final exam.
Course Policies:

1. Withdrawal: You may withdraw from class up to 8 calendar days following the midterm date without your instructor’s permission. Your decision must be made at that point to either continue with the class or withdraw. Permission to withdraw later than that date will only be given in extreme cases.

2. Cheating: Students caught cheating will receive a failing grade on their test. Additionally the student may be dropped from the course. Seating may be rearranged to minimize the possibility of cheating on tests.

3. Satisfactory/Fail options: If you plan to take this course for an S/F grade, it must be converted by midterm. A grade of “S” is equivalent to a grade of C or better.

5. Attendance: Regular attendance is expected. Class will start promptly on time. Please arrive at class at the beginning and stay until dismissed. Arriving late and/or leaving early disrupts the class. I take attendance at a random time(s) during class. If you miss a class, you are expected to find out what material was covered.

Suggested Strategies for Studying:

1. In Class: Participate and ask questions. You will receive handouts with copies of all slides presented on which you can take additional notes. If you are not sure about something in class, chances are there are others with the same question who would be grateful if you asked it.

2. Outside of Class: A general rule of thumb is to spend approximately 2 hours working outside of class for each hour of in class work. You should read the text sections, go over your notes and work the odd problems in the section covered that day. The text has answers in the back of the book that you can compare to your answer. Make a note of any problems to ask about the next day in class. 
3. The 3 most important ways to learn math are:  Work problems, work more problems, and work even more problems.
