Financial Statement Analysis Presentation

Working in teams of 3 or 4 people, you will be responsible for selecting a publicly traded company for a detailed analysis. You must obtain and analyze your selected company’s financial reports using the most recent annual published financial information available. Based on your review and analysis, you will prepare a 15 minute oral presentation which will be given in class on May 15th. Each member of the group must present some portion of the information that you want to share with the class. 

As you prepare for your presentation, consider the class as a group of potential investors who would like to know if your chosen company is a potentially good investment. You need to provide the class with information concerning whether the company is or is not a good investment.

Your presentation should include:

· A summary of the company’s background (nature of the business, its industry classification, markets served, major customers, etc.)

· A review of the company’s annual financial statements including horizontal and vertical analysis. Also evaluate their liquidity, solvency, and profitability with the use of key financial ratios. Remember to include comparisons with industry averages and at least one major competitor.

· The use of charts and other graphics as appropriate to more clearly present your data.
· Your observations concerning whether the company is meeting their key financial and operating objectives.

· Your observations about the company’s current and future financial outlook and whether or not you would recommend the company as a solid investment.

· A packet to handout to the class with pertinent information and analysis from your presentation.

When you have chosen your company for analysis, you must first submit it to me for approval before you begin your work. Your grade will be based on the accuracy and clarity of the information you present in class. In addition, your presentation should meet the primary objective of helping investors make the most efficient investment decisions.

1. 40 pt: A summary of the company’s background (nature of business, its industry classification, markets served, major customers, etc.)

2. 50 pt: A review of the company’s annual financial statements including horizontal and vertical analysis. Also evaluate their liquidity, solvency, and profitability with the use of key financial ratios. Remember to include comparisons with industry averages and at least one major competitor.

3. 20 pt: The use of charts and other graphs as appropriate to more clearly present your data.

4. 30 pt: Your observations concerning whether the company is meeting its key financial and operating objectives.

5. 20 pt: Your observations about the company’s current and future financial outlook and whether or not you would recommend the company as a solid investment.

6. 20 pt: A packet to hand out to the class with pertinent information and analysis from your presentation.

7. 20 pt: The presentation itself. 

8. Points will be deducted for team members who do not fulfill their responsibilities to the team.
