three steps to becoming an architect:

>Education:

Requires a professional degree

-5 year Bachelors of Architecture

-4 yr Bachelors of Science in 

Architectural Studies &

2 yr Master of Architecture

>Training:

Require 5,600 hours of on the job training     

in 14 categories.  (Roughly 3 -5 years)

>Examination:

Must pass the Architectõs Registration Exam
